As a naval aviator he
made two deployments to the First Gulf War on the aircraft carrier the U.S.S. Midway and flew 39 combat
missions in Operation Desert Storm. Kelly was selected as an astronaut in 1996 in the same class as his twin
brother Scott. He flew his first of four missions into space in 2001 aboard Space Shuttle Endeavour, the same
space shuttle he commanded on its final flight in May 2011. Kelly has spent more than 50 days in space, and has
lived on the International Space Station.
